WISH LIST FOR STUDENTS ENTERING ENGLISH PROGRAMS:  WHAT WOULD INCREASE COLLEGE STUDENT SUCCESS
4-YEAR 

· Written work reflects and understanding that English is a global language (rather than a fixed set of masterable standards.

· Understanding that academic English is a dialect

· Written work reflects an awareness of issues of difference = culture, ethnicity, gender, sexual orientation, ability/disability.

· Written work documents an understanding of multiple perspective on a single question at issue.

· Can differentiate between fact/opinion, generalization/support

· Can identify the question at issue in non-fiction prose.

Note:  Listening, I was persuaded that the ctcc folks who teach developmental English are a particularly informed and apt resource.

· Know how to construct an argument for a specific audience with a specific purpose.

· Students attempt to be context-transforming, not only context sensitive through describing the warrants connected to claims in their argument.

· Focus on a purpose through writing across more than one rhetoric xx discourse.

· Know how to construct an argument

· Experience with reading sustained nonfiction texts

· Ability to evaluate  evidence for equality, consistency, source

· At least one experience with being able to produce at length 6-10 pages that encompass the first 3 (argument, sustained reading, evaluate evidence)

 Knows how to read an analyze non-fiction text

· Knows how to develop an idea using valid support organized in a logical fashion

· Is able to edit own work—has a process

· Is able to write for a variety of purposes and audiences in a variety of forms

· Is able to apply MLA, APA or another style document for researched documentation

· Some rhetorical awareness – as schema that calls the interplay of contextual elements into play for each assignment

· Reading – ability and experience with complex texts

· Responsibility – the belief that their learning is their own responsibility

· Process – have a variety of process strategies

2-YEAR

· Read to further own understanding, not simply to complete assignments

· Know whether they understood in an academic text—what they understood well, what they didn’t understand, what they might have understood.

· Know that learning is a personal responsibility needing investment over time—can’t make up missed work.

· Handle a xxx reading level.

· Read a single large work.

· Basic essay structure:  paragraphing, topic sentence, paragraph unity, claim and supporting organization.

· Reading—to xxx evaluate communication; ability to use evidence to support/oppose an argument; ability to understand the difference between deductive argument and inductive reasoning; strongly developed skills allowing to communicate effectively

· Formal/informal writing; ability to produce an academic essay

· English as a global language
· A clear understanding of informatl logic and argumentation as readers and writers

· Critical reading skills and aprocess for reading interactively a variety of textx across disciplines at the college introductory level.

· Familiarity with non hegemonic context

· Exposure to and experience and success with crative, expository writing used to evaluate academic performance – ex 5-10 pp essays that evidence derived from research

· Essay exams across disciplines

· Be able to understand the main idea and main points, including voice and tone of college-level non-fiction

· Be able to responid to an idea (from a text or speaker) in more than one way (e.g. personal experience, logical response, equtioning).

· Be able to develop an idea and write a 2-5 page rough draft in resonse to an assignment

· Be able to write mostly clear, correct sentences of vaire length and style

· Be able to produce an essay with a thesis, and introcution, body and coclusion, using a variety of support (e.g. personal research, interview, etc).

· Use a variety of strategies to analyze, evaluate and synthesize reading materials

· Understand and use writing as a process

· Invent and revise basic elements of an academic essay, such as thesis, support, transitions, introductions and conclusions

· Listen and accurately paraphrase others’ ideas in class discussion

· Engage in collaborative discovery and investigation

UNKNOWN

· Uses a reading process an strategies for unpacking text; including a dictionary as a tool for increasing comprehension of words in context

· Ability to paraphrase and summarize different types of text (article, opinion piece, essay, narrative) in order to improve and demonstrate comprehension
· Applies reading strategies appropriate to the type and difficulty of reading material

· Persists in reading text that is challenging
· Ability to formulate responses and questions for clarification and discussion of a specific passage f text that relates to the text as a whole

· Interest and enthusiasm for engaging texts (oral, written and otherwise) in an intellectual way

· Experience and understanding of academic evidence as one of xxx that includes making claims and xxx, explaining or supporting those claims
· A good working knowledge of conventional usage – explain
